Each Ovation P-56WW-2 has an auto-ranging power supply that works with an input voltage range of 100
to 240 VAC, 50/60 Hz. To determine the power requirements for each Ovation P-56WW-2, refer to the label
affixed to the product or the Technical Specifications chart in this manual. The listed current rating indicates
the maximum current draw during normal operation. For more information, download Sizing Circuit
Breakers from the Chauvet website: www.chauvetprofessional.com..

¢ Always connect the product to a protected circuit (a circuit breaker or fuse).
i Make sure the product has an appropriate electrical ground to avoid the risk of

electrocution or fire.

Fuse Replacement

1. Disconnect this product from the power outlet.

2. Using a flat-head screwdriver, unscrew the fuse holder cap from the housing.

3. Remove the blown fuse and replace with another fuse of the same type and rating (T 3.15 A, 250 V).
4. Screw the fuse holder cap back in place and reconnect power.

DMX Linking

The Ovation P-56WW-2 supports RDM
protocol that allows feedback to make changes to menu map options.

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Master/Slave Connectivity

The Master/Slave mode allows a Ovation P-56WW-2 (the master) to control one or more Ovation P-
56WW-2 products (the slaves) without a DMX controller. One Ovation P-56WW-2 becomes the master
when running an auto or custom program, or by being in a Static mode.

Each slave’s control panel must be configured to operate in Slave mode. During Master/Slave operation,
the slaves will operate in unison with the master.

DO NOT connect a DMX controller to products operating in Master/Slave mode. The

Mounting

Before mounting the product, read and follow the safety recommendations indicated in the Safety Notes.

Orientation

Always mount this product in a safe position, making sure there is adequate room for ventilation,
configuration, and maintenance.

Rigging
Chauvet recommends using the following general guidelines when mounting this product.

+ Before deciding on a location for the product, make sure there is easy access to the product for
maintenance and programming purposes.

» Make sure that the structure and attachment points can support the weight before hanging the
product (see the Technical Specifications for weight information).

*  When mounting the product overhead, always use a safety cable. Mount the product securely to a
rigging point, whether an elevated platform or a truss.

*  When rigging the product onto a truss, use a mounting clamp of appropriate weight capacity.

*  When power linking multiple products, mount the products close enough for power linking cables to
reach.

»  The bracket adjustment knobs allow for directional adjustment when aiming the product to the desired
angle.

The Ovation P-56WW-2 has the ability to have different types of lenses installed. The interchangeable
lenses allow the product to have alternate beam angles.

To remove a lens:
1. Pull knob up.
2. Grab the Tab on the lens and pull it out of the fixture.

Diffusion filter media (gel) attached to the fixture behind the lens may stick to the lens
being removed. Use caution when removing to prevent damage to the diffusion gel.

To install a lens:
1. Pull knob up.

2. Insert the bottom of the lens at approx the 5 o'clock position with the lens tab located at the
11 o’clock position.
